Prijava rukopisa za objavlji-
vanje istoznacna je s ,Izjavom o autorstvu i autorskim pravima“ prema Zakonu
o autorskom pravu i srodnim pravima (NN 167/03). Time autor jamci da poslani
rad predstavlja njegov originalni rukopis, da ne krsi autorska prava te strogo po-
Stuje pravila znanstvene metodologije u pogledu citiranja tudih izvora i navoda.

Saljudi tekst za objavljivanje, autor prenosi pravo prvog objavljivanja rada na
Izdavaca casopisa i potvrduje ¢injenicu da tekst nije bio ranije tiskan niti je pod
razmatranjem za objavljivanje u nekoj drugoj publikaciji.

Eticki kodeks

S ciljem osiguravanja najvisih etickih i akademskih standarda kvalitete znan-
stvenih radova, izvornost sadrzaja svih rukopisa uzetih u razmatranje za
objavljivanje u Anafori podvrgava se provjeri alatom Turnitin.

Urednistvo zadrzava pravo odbijanja radova prije upucivanja u postupak re-
cenzije / povlacenja objavljenih radova u skladu s uputama o povlacenju radova

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Postupak prihvacanja rukopisa za tisak

Rad se prihvaca za objavljivanje odlukom Urednistva nakon provjere izvor-
nosti sadrzaja alatom Turnitin, procjene odgovara li tematikom koncepciji ¢a-
sopisa te po provedenom recenzentskom postupku na temelju dviju anonimnih
pozitivnih recenzija prema uputama Urednistva i u skladu s Pravilnikom o iz-
davackoj djelatnosti Filozofskoga fakulteta u Osijeku i uputama COPE Ethical
Guidelines for Peer Reviewers, vodeci racuna o standardima objektivnosti, ano-
nimnosti i povjerljivosti podataka. Kategorizacija radova provodi se prema va-
ze¢im Uputama za uredivanje i oblikovanje casopisa MZO-a.

Postupak recenziranja i pripreme tekstova za tisak u pravilu traje 10-15 tje-
dana. Autori ¢e biti obavijesteni o prihvac¢anju/neprihvacanju rukopisa samo
e-postom. Formalni dio pripreme i objave rada bit ¢e dovrSen u okviru zadanih
rokova.

Stavovi
izneseni u radovima objavljenima u casopisu Anafora nisu nuzno identi¢ni
stavovima izdavaca/urednika. Izdava¢/urednik nije odgovoran za pogreske ili
bilo kakve posljedice koje proizlaze iz podataka objavljenih u casopisu.

Opseg, izgled i oprema rada

Izvorni znanstveni rad trebao bi obuhvacati najmanje 12, a najvise 32 karti-
ce (1 kartica = 1 800 znakova s prazninama). Urac¢unavaju se i biljeske.

Pozeljan opseg prethodnoga priopcenja i preglednog ¢lanka iznosi 12 kar-
tica.

Prored: 1, 5 (tekst), 1,0 (saZetak, duzi citati i biljeske)

U zaglavlju rada treba navesti podatke o autoru ili autorima (ime(na) i pre-
zime(na), titule i naziv ustanove u kojoj je autor(i) zaposlen(i), adresu e-poste).
Znanstveni rad treba sadrzavati uvod, tekst u podnaslovima i zaklju¢ak. Uz rad
treba dostaviti sazetak na hrvatskome jeziku (najviSe 250 rijeci) i sazetak na
engleskome jeziku. Uz sazetak treba navesti oko pet klju¢nih rijec¢i, odnosno
pojmova koji pomazu u klasifikaciji rada. Radu treba priloziti popis literature.

Biljeske u radu i navodenje literature

Biljeske bibliografske naravi pisu se u tekstu, primjerice (Flaker 1986: 103;
usp. Flaker 1986: 103), a kada sadrze dodatna objasnjenja ili upute pisu se na
dnu stranice (fusnote) i oznacuju neprekinutim nizom brojeva od 1 nadalje,
primjerice:

! Pod flaneristickom se subjektivnos¢u moze shvatiti svijest koja nema logic-
no srediste ili je to srediste na bilo koji nacin oslabljeno, nejasno i krhko (usp.
Orai¢ Toli¢ 2013: 36).

Citate do 35 rijeci treba navesti unutar teksta uobicajenim tipom slova. Uko-
liko je citat vedi, treba ga izdvojiti iz cjeline teksta kao poseban ulomak jedno-
strukog proreda, manjom veli¢cinom slova (11).

Popis literature sadrzi pune podatke o svim djelima koja se spominju u tek-
stu i u bilje§kama. Po potrebi se u bibliografiji mogu razdvojiti izvori i literatura.
Autori se u popisu navode abecednim redom prema prezimenu i kronoloskim
redom za radove istoga autora. Radove jednoga autora objavljene u istoj godini
treba obiljeziti malim slovima (npr. Flaker 1998a; Flaker 1998b). Knjige, nazivi
¢asopisa i zbornika pisu se kurzivom, nazivi ¢lanaka i poglavlja u knjigama i
zbornicima obi¢nim pismom. Kod ¢asopisa je potrebno navesti godiste i broj,
te pocetnu i zavr$nu stranicu citiranoga c¢lanka. Uz literaturu u elektroni¢kom
obliku treba na kraju u zagradama navesti datum posjeta mrezne stranice.

Manuscript Submission Policy

Before submitting your manuscript, please ensure that you carefully read
and adhere to the guidelines and instructions provided below. Manuscripts not
conforming to these guidelines may be rejected.

Manuscripts in Croatian, English, Polish, Hungarian, or German may be
submitted via email to anafora@ftos.hr. Anafora does not charge article submis-
sion or processing fees.

The Editorial Board accepts only unpublished manuscripts. In submitting
the manuscript for publication, the authors certify that they agree to the “Au-
thor’s Statement on the Copyright Regulations” noted in the Copyright and Re-
lated Rights Act (NN 167/03). Thereby the author guarantees that the article
presented for publication is an original paper that does not infringe upon any
copyright regulations and strictly follows the rules of scientific methodology.
In submitting a text for publication, the author conveys to the publisher of the
journal the copyright to control the first publication of his/her work and war-
rants that the material of the paper has neither been published previously nor is
it under review for publication elsewhere.

Ethical Standards

In an effort to ensure the highest ethical standards and academic quality,
the originality of content of all submissions considered for publication in
Anafora is verified using Turnitin plagiarism screening service.

In case the Editorial Board has clear evidence of unethical research, or if

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Manuscript Acceptance Policy

Manuscript Preparation Guide

Original research articles should have a minimum of 12 and a maximum
of 32 pages (1 page=1,800 characters with spaces) including notes. The recom-
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mended length for preliminary communication and review articles is 12 pag-
es.

All submissions in English should adhere to the MLA (8" edition) docu-
mentation style.

The preferred format for the text and tables of the manuscripts is Word DOC.

Please do not assign “styles” to format block quotes, subheads, etc. The de-
fault, or “normal,” style should be the only style in your manuscript.

Font family: Times New Roman

Font size: 12 (text); 11 (summary and longer quotations); 10 (notes at the
bottom of the page)

Line spacing: 1.5 (text), 1.0 (summary, longer quotations, and notes)

The first page of an article published in the journal must contain the fol-
lowing data about the author/authors: name/s and surname/s, academic rank/s,
affiliation/s, address/es, and e-mail address/es.

The articles should have an introduction, body divided into sections, and
conclusion.

In addition to the paper, authors are required to submit a maximum 250
word abstract in English, a summary in either English or Croatian, and provide
at least five keywords, that is, notions that will help to classify the paper.
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
